Use A4-size page setting. The main title (on the first page) should be centered and in Times New Roman 14-point, boldface type. Capitalize the first letter of nouns, pronouns, verbs, adjectives and adverbs; do not capitalize articles, coordinate conjunctions or prepositions (unless the title begins with such a word). Please initially capitalize only the first word in other titles, including section titles and first, second, and third-order headings (for example, “Titles and headings” — as in these guidelines). Leave one blank lines after the title.
Author names are to be typed center-justified beneath the title and printed in Times New Roman 12-point, boldface type. Affiliations of authors must be typed below author names in Times New Roman 11-point, italic type not-bold. Email addresses of each author is located directly under affiliations of all authors Times New Roman 10-point, non-boldface type in the same order as author names.

2.1 Preliminaries1

Each subsection must be typed in Times New Roman 12-point bold face, but capitalize only the first letter.
